Preamble
The Employer invites the bids from all eligible bidders and intends to enter into contract for

systems and procedures. The Employer values full compliance with all relevant laws and regulations and of
fairness and transparency in its relations with its Bidder(s) and/or Contractor(s).
In order to achieve these goals, the Employer appoints an Independent External Monitor (IEM), who will monitor
the bidding process and the execution of the contract for compliance with the principles mentioned above.

Section 1 Commitments of the Employer
1. The Employer Commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe the
following principles in this regard: -

a) No employee of the Employer, either in person or through family members including relatives, will in
connection with the bidding for or the execution of a contract, demand or accept a promise for or accept
for him/herself or for a third person, any material or immaterial benefit to which he/she is not legally
entitled to.

b) The Employer shall, during the bidding process treat all Bidders with equity and reason. The Employer
will, in particular, before and during the bidding process, provide to all Bidders the same information
and will not provide to any Bidder confidential/additional information through which the Bidder(s)
could obtain an advantage in relation to the bidding process or the contract execution.

c) The Employer will exclude from the process all known prejudiced persons.

2. If the Employer obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a criminal offence under
the IPC/PC Act or if there be a substantive suspicion in this regard, the Employer will inform the Chief
Vigilance Officer and in addition can initiate disciplinary actions.

Section 2 Commitments and Undertakings by the Bidder/Contractor

The Employer appoints competent and credible Independent External Monitor for this Pact. The task of the
Monitor is to review independently and objectively, whether and to what extent the parties comply with the
obligations under this agreement.

The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and performs his functions
neutrally and independently. He shall report to CEO of the Employer or a person authorized by him.

The Bidder/Contractor accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project
documentations of the Employer including that provided by the Contractor. The Contractor will also grant the
Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his
Project Documentations. The same is applicable to Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation
to treat the information and documents of the Bidder / Contractor / Sub-Contractors/ JV partners with
confidentiality.

The Employer will provide the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related to
the Project provided such meetings could have an impact on the contractual relations between the Employer
and the Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, a violation of this agreement, he will so inform the
Management of the Employer (CEO of the Employer or a person authorized by him) and request to discontinue
or to take corrective action, or to take other relevant action. The Monitor can in this regard submit non-binding
recommendations. Beyond this, the Monitor has no right to demand from the parties that they act in a specific
manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.
